
Level 4 Resources are highly individualized and are available to faculty, NAEYC 
Affiliates, and other groups providing support to higher education programs pursuing 
accreditation. This on-site, or private, virtual format is designed so that multiple 
participants from the same college or state can have the same learning experiences 
and address concerns that are unique to their context. Facilitators include NAEYC 
staff and approved NAEYC trainers. Costs vary based on the training format, 
audience size, location, logistical support required, and length of the session.

Level 3 Resources include workshops and other training sessions conducted 
at NAEYC’s Annual Conference or Professional Learning Institute, and are ideal 
for faculty who prefer to learn alongside peers from other programs around 
the nation. Facilitators include NAEYC staff, as well as representatives from 
the commission, accredited programs, and peer reviewers. Costs vary and 
may include travel expenses, conference registration, and separate-fee 
workshop registration, if applicable.

Level 2 Resources are free and available to faculty from programs 
deemed eligible to begin self-study after submitting an approved 
Application for Accreditation Eligibility. These resources include 
access to a private online peer community, webinars, conference 
calls, templates, and illustrative samples.

Level 1 Resources are free and available to all. These resources 
are designed for anyone interested in learning about the 
accreditation process, and they include documents such as 
the Professional Preparation Standards and the Accreditation 
Handbook— both available on the NAEYC website.
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Level 3 and 4 resources are optional and are not required in order to earn accreditation.
